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Code of Conduct for TFl Local Link RRS Passengers

The TFI Local Link Drivers may refuse or terminate mid travel or access to
TFI Local Link services if any of the following are not complied with

= All passengers should be at the bus for at least 5 minutes before the timetable
departure so as not to delay or disrupt scheduled services and other passengers.

= Any passenger or intending passenger who is in the opinion of the driver in a condition
likely to be offensive to passengers in the vehicle.

= Any passenger or intending passenger whose clothing is such that it may cause

damage to the linings or cushions of the vehicle or the clothing of other passengers in

the vehicle.

A passenger shall not wilfully obstruct or impede the driver or any other person

employed in or about the vehicle.

All passengers shall comply with any lawful direction given to them by the driver

including a request for them to leave or not to enter the vehicle.

A passenger shall not use obscene or offensive language or conduct himself/herself in

a riotous or disorderly manner.

A passenger shall not smoke cigar, e-cigarette or cigarette in any part of the vehicle.
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A passenger shall not, to the annoyance of other passengers, either use or operate
any wireless apparatus or other instrument or make or combine with any other person
or persons to make any excessive noise by singing, shouting or otherwise.
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A passenger shall not throw out of the vehicle any bottle, liquid or litter or any other

article or item, likely to harm any persons or to cause danger or injury to any person

or property.

=) Passengers cannot carry on a vehicle any animal except with the permission of the
driver, which permission can be withdrawn at any time by the driver, and in such
portion of the vehicle as the driver shall direct.

= All passengers must deliver up to the driver any article of lost property found by them

on the vehicle.
